In the Fall 2005 semester CRC is offering the following sessions:

   1. Open House Sessions in broad discipline areas

      The Open House sessions are organized in broad discipline areas covered by one or more CEU departments. These sessions are intended to introduce participants to CEU's approach to a relevant discipline and new techniques for designing courses in that field. To this end the sessions will provide participants access to the facilities and resources of the CEU and the appropriate department, as well as general training workshops on course design and teaching methodology. Participants are invited to use the CEU library, visit relevant classes and meet faculty. The primary target groups of the Open House sessions are junior academics who are at the beginning of their teaching career, or mid-career and senior academics who would benefit from the above offerings.

Open House CRC sessions offered in Fall 2005 will be hosted by the following CEU departments on the dates indicated:

Environmental Sciences -  24 – 29 October 2005
(deadline for applications:  15 September 2005)

Preference will be given to applicants whose courses match with the hosting department's profile and interest.

   2. Course Innovation Sessions

      These sessions intend to explore the cutting edge developments in a particular discipline. The sessions are meant primarily for senior faculty with significant teaching and research experience or for outstanding, research-oriented junior faculty. By discussing recent developments and exploring contemporary debates with CEU's host departments and faculty, participants are expected to revise or update their courses or offer new courses in their particular area of interest. Additional training on course development is also offered by the CRC. These sessions are organized with a strong involvement of CEU departments and often will be combined with a workshop or a conference on the topic of the session.

In Fall 2005 we offer the following Course Innovation Sessions:

History 

Comparative History of Europe's Religions. Middle Ages - 19th Century

29 September - 5 October 2005        

    (deadline for applications:  25 August 2005)

This CRC session seeks to offer a one-week academic training for university teachers working on cultural and social history of the European religious traditions. The seminars, round-table discussions and workshops will promote a consistently comparative approach to studying the role of Catholicism, Protestantism and the Byzantine-Slavic Orthodoxy in shaping European cultural identities. Participants will be expected to treat their subjects from a non-confessional and specifically multidisciplinary perspective, combining methods of historical, religious, social and anthropological studies. It means that all religious phenomena are considered as cultural constructions. Several crucial problems of cultural history of Eastern and Western Christianity  will be addressed: confessional and cultural peculiarities of Western Christian and Orthodox traditions; Max Weber's legacy and studying religious history of Europe; tolerance, intolerance and patterns of accommodating religious differences in Catholic, Orthodox and Protestant societies of Europe in the Early Modern Period; encounter of European Christianity with Islam and Judaism; religion and proto-nationalism in medieval and early modern Europe; Christianity and cultural uniqueness of Europe. Participants will be invited to attend the international colloquium "Christianity and Languages of "National" Identity in Europe. 13th through 19th centuries".

Important note: Applicants to this session should submit - in addition to the documents specified in the CRC application form - a 1-2 page long statement of interest  with reference to their field of research and teaching interests..

Media Studies

  New Media and Politics 
  10 –  16 October  2005

(deadline  for applications :  1 September 2005)

The aim of the session - hosted in cooperation with the Center for Media and Communication Studies and the Department of Political Science at CEU - is to discuss issues related to the use of interactive communication technologies by social movements, intellectual property in the digital environment (challenges to copyright), peer production networks and the open source movement, regulation issues, open archives, etc. It will consider how academic curricula can be adapted to education needs of scholars/researchers as well as practitioners (government officials and civic activists) and how new university courses may be developed in the field. Session organizers would like to encourage  the application of university teachers  involved in different disciplines (media and communication studies, political science, sociology, law, computer science, etc). 

CRC participants will be invited to attend a high level international conference organized in Budapest entitled “ Re:activism.”

Sociology

The Integration of Migrants

7 – 11 November 2005

(deadline for applications : 15 September 2005)

The session provides a forum for participants to discuss their ongoing research or teaching on the issue of migrant integration with the facilitation of the workshop’s tutor. Key points to be discussed include theoretical as well as empirical studies of integration, focusing on theories of cosmopolitanism, multiculturalism and the nation-state and gender issues in employment and education.

Open Society Archives and History 

Teaching recent history: Samizdat as social and political phenomenon and primary source

21 – 25 November  2005

(deadline for applications: 5 October 2005)
The joint CRC session organized in cooperation with the CEU History Department and the Open Society Archives aims to bring for discussion one of the important themes of recent history, of clandestine literature (particularly, samizdat) in the development of sociopolitical thought, dissent and opposition movement in the countries of the former Soviet Union and Central and Eastern Europe under the communist regimes. 

The session is expected to cover both theoretical and methodological approaches to the topic. Special emphasis will be placed on contemporary developments in the theory and history of opposition movement in the former communist countries, comparative samizdat and alternative culture studies, and some practical issues related to the use of primary sources in research and curricula development.

The organizers welcome experts with significant teaching and research experience with a view to encourage research and development/modification of academic curricula pertinent to this field. 

During the CRC session the participants will be invited to take part in the workshop devoted to the latest developments achieved within the Samizdat Archives and Research Initiative international project, to take part in the discussion devoted to the research problems in history of samizdat. 

Important note: Applicants are expected to submit an annotated bibliography and description of archival resources related to the announced topic; and their course description emphasizing use of primary sources in the academic curricula. 

3. Topical Issues in Curriculum Development

These sessions are expected to cover topical issues of particular importance to the development of higher education in the region, in all areas related to curriculum development. Organized by the CRC office in co-operation with a wide range of strategic partners, these sessions address current trends in curriculum development, degree structures and particular or special interest issues. These sessions could be directed at a particular group of academics or focus on a target region or institution(s).

CRC session offered in Topical Issues:

Medieval Studies 

Bologna Process and Its Consequences for Curriculum Development in Historical Studies

14 –18 November 2005

(deadline for applications: 5 October  2005)

The session aims to discuss the possible impacts of the Bologna process on curriculum development in the field of historical studies. It is planned to share the CEU Medieval Studies and History department’s experience with colleagues teaching history or historical studies in different university structures, and create together an overview of BA and MA curriculum structures (chronology-based systems, skills- and methods-based systems, etc.). Special attention will be given to the problem of mobility issues and to questions concerning the “national” character of history courses. Furthermore, how the teaching of historical source languages should affect the development of course structures at the MA level will be discussed. 

The program is designed for senior faculty members contributing to the structural development of the history curriculum on the local, national or regional level. At the same time, it is also offered for junior faculty members developing new courses in the field of history or historical studies (including archaeology, art history, classical studies, etc.) according to the new (Bologna-process-compatible) curriculum structure.

All CRC Applicants must:

* Be university teachers and/ or professionals (who teach part-time) in the Social Sciences and Humanities from the region who are preparing to revise or develop their courses;

* Have sufficient English language ability, both written and spoken, to participate in discussions and use resource materials;

* Submit an application with all accompanying required documents as stated on the CRC application form and in the general announcement.

All costs related to transportation and accommodation during

the sessions will be covered by the CRC.
