Here is the critique of the 60 pages long paper, written by one of his professors:
"Christoffer has written a remarkable thesis. It is innovative, imaginative and very readable. He writes as though he was a participant observer. He was not. He came along 12–15 years later. Yet, he incorporates local translations of documentaries, comments from local academics and interviews with locally knowledgeable people. He mentions that it may not be entirely objective. In fact, he suggests there may be more truth to uncover. But this is not a Ph.D. dissertation. It does not prove causation. It does suggest correlations. That is enough because the topic is bigger than Târgu-Mureş and Romania as well. Accordingly, I suggest a grade of A. Most of the rest of my remarks will build upon his thesis rather than criticize it."
