for a so-called "constituency assembly”. The list of members elected to coordi
nate the activity of the Front.

7.February 20, 1945. Turda: The structure of the Northern Transylvanian
Government, elected after the assembly in Cluj of the representatives of demo-
cratic parties in the region. The intention of the council's president to seek
recognition by the authorities in Bucharest.

8.February 21, 1945. Turda: The intention of the Northern Transylvanian
Government and the N.D.F. to set up a parliament of “Free and Democratic
Northern Transylvania”, which would write a Constitution - similar to the
Swiss one -, which will expand upon the whole Intra-Carpathian region after
the Peace Conference.

9.February 23, 1945. Turda: Decree issued by the Government of "Free and
Democratic Transylvania” regarding the exchange rate between the leu and the
pengo. The Hungarian students' attempt to start a trade union, and present
their major claims.

10. February 26, 1945. Cluj: Establishment of the Rural Gendarmerie in Northern
Transylvania, made up mostly of Hungarian ethnics, and presentation of some
types of activities of the newly formed organism.

August 31, 1945. Targu Mures: Report on the political and economic situation
of Mures County.

November 28, 1946. Cluj: Note on the Roman-Catholic Church's Council and
the organizational preparations of ”Actio catolica”.

December 4, 1946. Cluj: Note on the activity of the Consul Scelton and the
Hungarians that the former keeps in touch with.

December 7, 1946. Cluj: Letter sent to Miklés Béanffy by his wife, which con-
tains information about the family and data about the estate at Bontida.
December 23, 1946. Cluj: Note on the organization called ”Actio catolica”
and its role in the revival of the Hungarian irredentist movement.

December 26, 1946. Cluj: Note on the presence in Cluj of Géza Teleki, the
people that he met and the problems they discussed.

December 30, 1946. Cluj: Information on the accusations brought to univer-
sity professor Istvan Juhdsz, who is regarded with resentment by the H.P.A.
leaders for his chauvinistic conceptions and his kinship to Bishop Tavaszy.
December 30, 1946. Cluj: Information pertaining to the secret and classified
documents stored in the archive of the "Muzeul Ardelean” Alliance (Transyl-
vanian Museum Alliance).

December 31, 1946. Cluj: Documents pertaining to the teaching staff at the
“Bolyai” Hungarian university, and organizational issues of the institution.
December 31, 1946. Catcau (Cluj County): Information on the chauvinistic
attitude of the Romanians in the commune, and the arrest of those who
attacked the Hungarians.

1946. Bucuresti: Report on the political situation in Hungary, the Russian-
Hungarian relations (the meeting between Stalin and Rakosi, the visit paid
by a governmental delegation to Moscow) and the Romanian-Hungarian
relations.

1946. Budapest: Information issued by the Hungarian Ministry of Foreign
Affairs on the situation of the Transylvanian Hungarians.

1946: Material on the "Soarta Transilvaniei” ("The Fate of Transylvania”),
written by the Hungarians, which condemns the Romanization policy in the
region, and expresses hopes of return to Hungary.

January 1, 1947. Cluj: Information on Géza Teleki, the meetings he had in
Cluj, and his travel plan in the Szeklerland.

January 10, 1947. Cluj: Letter addressed to university professor Gabor Gaél
by an anonymous who reproaches that the professor and other leaders of the
Hungarians political life are accomplices of R.C.P.

January 1947. Cluj: Report on the history of the problem raised by
“Manifestari gsovine gi rasiale” (“Chauvinistic and Racial Manifestations”) in
the neighborhood of the Gendarmerie of Nadaselu (Cluj County), including
conclusions, and the suggested measures that should be taken.

February 18, 1947. Bucuresti: Information on the attitude of different
Transylvanian Hungarian groups towards the political regime in Romania,
especially of the H.P.A. members and of the Roman-Catholic priests, headed
by Aron Mérton.

February 20, 1947. Tasnad (Salaj County): Memorandum of the local H.P.A.
representatives through which they express their worries concerning the
planned census, and its consequences for the local community.

March 26, 1947. Bacau: Information on the chauvinistic manifestations of the
Roman-Catholic population in the commune of Cleja (Bacau County), and the
propaganda carried out for them to join M.A.D.O.SZ. (H.P.A.).

March 31, 1947. Bucuresti: Notification of clandestine border crossing to
Hungary, and explanation of the resons for this.

April 5, 1947. Bacau: Information on the chauvinistic manifestations of the
Csangos in some of the communes of the county.

April 10, 1947. Bucuresti: Report written by the Hungarian Consul in
Bucharest on the issue of the Faculty of Medicine within the ”Bolyai”
University, especially concerning the teaching staff there.

April 23, 1947. Cluj: Letter signed by a cultural activist working at the
“Dermata”, sent to the editors of a newspaper in Gy6r (Hungary), in which
she writes about the social benefits of the new regime, and the propagandis -
tic activities caried out in the factory.

April 24, 1947. Bacau: Notification about the disputes between the Roman-
Catholic church and the Csango leaders on the topic of using Hungarian in
the local churches.

April 26, 1947. Bacau: Notification on the distribution among the Csangos of
some brochures that advocate the introduction of Hungarian in the church
and even in the state institutions.

April 26, 1947. Bacau: Disputes in the commune of Garleni (Bacdu County)
over the introduction of Hungarian into the church. The Annex contains two
memorandums - one for and one against the issue.

May 20, 1947. Cluj: Information on the discriminatory actions of some
Hungarian policemen that humiliate Romanian citizens.

May 23, 1947. Bucuresti: Report on the activity of Robert Major, correspon-
dent of the periodical titled "Kis Ujsdg”, published in Budapest, on the occa-
sion of his visit to Bucharest.

May 29, 1947. Cluj: Request addressed to the Minister of Cults by the
Reformed Bishop of Transylvania, to free the priests of different parishes who
had been arrested for political reasons.

May 1947. Bacau: Notification on the Hungarian propaganda through books
and magazines that are distributed to the Csango population of the county.
May 1947. Cluj: Notification on a number of people that participated in an anti-
republican plot in Hungary, and who crossed the border to Romania illegaly.
June 8, 1947. Cluj: Letter intercepted by the Secret Intelligence Service, con-
taining the description and the analysis of the political, economic, and cul-
tural situation in Cluj, with emphasis on the tension between the Romanians
and the Hungarians in the town.

June 10, 1947. Cluj: Report presented in the meeting of the County Executive
Committee of H.P.A. on the issues raised by Vasile Luca in connection with
the slogan "the Hungarian unity”.

June 25, 1947. Cluj: Letter sent by a university professor, intercepted by the
Secret Intelligence Service, which contains his complaints about the disastruous
material conditions and the nationalist manifestations in the University of Cluj.
June 27, 1947. Bacau: Notification on the defection of some Csango soldiers
to Hungary.

June 1947. Bucuresti: Synthetic information on the chauvinistic and irre-
dentist manifestations of the Hungarian population, with concrete examples.
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August 26, 1947. Budapest: Report written by the Hungarian Ministry of Foreign
Affairs on the different litigations in the Romanian-Hungarian relations.
September 25, 1947. Turda: Notification on the misunderstandings between
the leaders of the H.P.A. and the head of the Roman-Catholic Church, Aron
Marton, who ordered all the priests to withdraw from the Alliance and to per-
suade their congregations to stop participating in the activities of the H.P.A.
September 29, 1947. Unirea (Alba County): Notification on a cultural event
in the town promoting chauvinism.

October 8, 1947. Tureni (Cluj County): Information about the presence in
town of Bishop Aron Marton, who conducted mass, and had secret meetings
with several priests.

December 23, 1947. Bucuresti: Information about the opinions held in Hun-
gary about Romania, shared with the Central Committee of the R.C.P. by Béla
Csédkany, member of the H.P.A.'s Political Bureau.

1947. Budapest: General perspective of the Hungarian state after signing the
Peace Treaty at Paris, and the ways they can protect the Hungarian minority
in Transylvania.

1947. Bucuresti: Synthetic information on the ”co-existing” nationalities,
in which the relations of the Hungarian population with other ethnic
groups is analyzed from the social, economic, cultural, religious, and polit-
ical perspective.

1947. Bucuresti: Synthetic information on the history of chauvinistic and
racial manifestations of the Hungarians in Transylvania, including the pre-
sentation of actions and measures regarding national security.

February 26, 1948. Turda: Reactions caused by the removal from the govern-
ment of the Minister of Justice Lucretiu Patrascanu, thanks to the interven-
tion of HPA leaders, and as a condition imposed by Hungary in order to sign
the Treaty of Friendship with Romania.

April 28, 1948. Cluj: Characterization of the university professors of the
“Bolyai” done by the R.C.P. county organization's personnel department.
April 1948: V.Vaida's report subsequent to his trip to Hungary occasioned
by the celebration of the return of flags captured by the Russians in the
different wars, and by the Congress of the Hungarian National-Peasant
Party.

June 2, 1948. Turda: Information on the infiltration in the H.P.A. of different
'reactionary' elements that keep up the hope of revisionism.

September 21, 1948. Bucuresti: Protocol and convention between Romania
and Hungary regarding the regulation of issues connected to the administra-
tion of Hungarian goods by C.A.S.B.I. The Annexes include the Additional
Secret Protocol, and the reviews signed by Romanian experts that warn about
the stipulations which may damage the Romanian state.

November 2, 1948. Bucuresti: Information provided by the Hungarian
Consul in Bucharest on the stipulations of the Higher Education Law, with
special reference to the institutions where instruction is done in Hungarian,
and the means of doing doctoral studies in Hungarian.

November 5, 1948. Cluj: The outcome of the investigations into a sentence
passed over a Hungarian student who was condemned because he had not
turned up for the census of foreign subjects, although he had been recorded
as a Romanian citizen.
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January 6, 1949. Budapest: Letter sent by M. Rakosi to Gh. Gheorghiu-Dej, in
which he emphasizes some issues that upset the leaders of the Hungarian
Workers' Party (H.W.P.).

February 19, 1949. Bucuresti: Shorthand record of the discussions of the
R.C.P. leaders with the leaders of the Hungarian Workers' Party, over issues
such as the publication of Hungarian classics in Romania, book import, peri-
odicals and films, clarification of some issues connected to C.A.S.B.L., the
issue of school manuals, etc.

February 20, 1949. Bucuresti: Report of a R.C.P. representative who had visit-
ed Hungary and had had talks with different members of the Central
Committee of the H.W.P.

March 4, 1949. Cluj: Report of the District Attorney's Office on a lawsuit held
in conformity with Law 630/1945, referring to the "harmony between the co-
existing nationalities”.

July 1, 1949. Cluj: Summary of the report on the situation in Luna de Sus
(Cluj County) as regards nationalization of agriculture and the attitude of
local Hungarian leaders towards this action.

June-October, 1949. Cluj: Statements made by different persons on the past
of Hillel Kohn, Péter Balézs, J6zsef Venczel and Sandor Jakab.
September-October 1949. Cluj: Characterization of different Hungarian com-
munists who were excluded from the Party as a result of the control com-
missions' work, with justification of the decisions taken.
September-October 1949. Cluj: Minutes of the County Commission of
Control over the R.C.P. members in the Law Faculty of the ”Bolyai”
University, with reasons why some of them were excluded.

November 10, 1949. Cluj: Minutes of the meeting of the Cluj County
Committee Bureau, where they discussed the activity of the H.P.A., its col-
laboration with the Ploughmen's Front, its propagandistic activities, etc.
November 12, 1949. Bucuresti: Information issued by the Hungarian
Embassy in Bucharest on the arrest of ex-H.P.A. leaders.

December 10, 1949. Cluj: Report of the Hungarian Consul in Bucharest on
the arrest of Hungarian ethnics.

November 16, 1949. Bucuresti: Additional information provided by the
Hungarian Embassy in Bucharest on the arrest of ex-H.P.A. leaders.

August 25, 1950. Cluj: Information on the Hungarian manifestos against the
regime, discovered in the "Janos Herbak” factory (formerly called "Dermata”).
October 30, 1950. Cluj: Information on the chauvinistic manifestations and
measures taken to develop a climate of understanding and harmony among
the co-existing nationalities.

December 30, 1950. Cluj: Information on the national issue and the chau-
vinistic manifestations, with emphasis on the reduced nationalist attitudes
thanks to the work done by the party organizations.

January 1951. Cluj: Information on the national issue in the region of Cluj, and
the Hungarian population's contribution to the construction of the new society.
January 20, 1951. Cluj: Report on the activity of the Hungarian State Theater
of Cluj, with a brief characterization of the actors and the repertoire.
January 20, 1951. Cluj: Information on the way the Hungarians of Romania
look upon the country as their "homeland”, and examples of demonstrated
attitudes of chauvinism and antisemitism.
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February 19, 1951. Bucuresti: The Hungarian Ambassador in Bucharest
informs on his talks with H.P.A. leaders Lajos Juhdsz and Sandor Kacsé, on
the situation of the Hungarians in Romania.

February 20, 1951. Cluj: Minutes of the meeting that reunited the manage-
ment of the Romanian State Opera and the Hungarian State Opera of Cluj, on
the ways of cooperation and shared repertoire.

April 19, 1951. Bucuresti: Shorthand record of the meeting of the secretariat
of the R.C.P. Central Committee, in which they discussed the proposal to
change the H.P.A. in the Hungarian Democratic Committee, to reduce the
number of staff of the organizations belonging to the Hungarian ethnics, etc.
April 25, 1951. Cluj: Report on the publication of a bi-monthly periodical at
the “Janos Herbak” in Cluj, in Hungarian, in 1,000 copies.

May 17, 1951. Cluj: Report on the nationalist manifestations in the educa-
tional institutions in the area of Cluj, and the measures that must be taken to
combat chauvinism.

May 18, 1951. Cluj: Information on the state of mind of the Hungarians in
different localities in the region.

June 10, 1951. Cluj: Report written by Janos Demeter in connection with the
political activities that are carried out at the "Bolyai” University; increasing
reactionary attitudes are pointed out.

1951. Cluj: Report on the writing of the book "Istoria miscarii muncitoresti
din Transilvania” ("The History of Workers' Movements in Transylvania”),
establishment of collectives and distribution of tasks, the stage of the work,
and the future objectives.

December 13, 1951. Cluj: Report on the situation of scientific publications in
Hungarian, with an emphasis on the shortcomings so far.

February 9, 1952. Cluj: Report on the activity of the H.P.A. Cluj Regional Office's
activity, including criticism of the activists whose work is not satisfactory.
February 29, 1952. Bucuresti: Report of the Counsellor of the Hungarian
Embassy in Bucharest on the discussions he had with H.P.A. leaders Lajos
Juhész and Séndor Kacsé, on the situation of Hungarians in Romania.

June 25, 1952. Bucuresti: Report of the Ambassador of Hungary in Bucharest
regarding the use of the sintagm ”national minority” instead of ”co-existing
nationality”, used so far, and the appearance of a current among the
Hungarian intellectuals that speaks of an “independent Hungarian culture”.
February 19, 1953. Bucuresti: Shorthand record of the meeting of H.P.A.
leaders, who stated that the Alliance had lost its initial importance and role,
and its self-dissolution was recommended.

March 26, 1953. Bucuresti: Report of the Hungarian Ambassador in
Bucharest on the meeting and the discussions he had with Imre Robotos, the
chief editor of "Roméniai Magyar Sz6”, on the topic of the H.P.A.'s self-disso-
lution, and on some Hungarian language periodicals.

June 27, 1953. Bucuresti: Report of the secretary of the Hungarian Embassy
in Bucharest regarding the new roles that certain H.P.A. leaders have after the
Alliance dissolved.

July 2, 1953. Bucuresti: Report of the Hungarian Embassy in Bucharest on
the discussions with Pall Arpad, chief editor of the periodical titled
“El6re”, in which the issue of the dissolution of the H.P.A. was also
approached.
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1953. Cluj: The editorial board of the newspaper titled "Igaszsdg”, including
characterizations and proposals.

January 9, 1954. Targu Mures: Shorthand record of the meeting of the Party's
Regional Committee of the Autonomous Hungarian Region, in which the
electoral campaign was discussed, as well as the approval of activity plans
and proposals, organization of the cooperatives, etc.

January 10, 1954. Targu Mures: Shorthand record of the first session of the
Autonomous Hungarian Region's Popular Council, in which the establish-
ment of a Governing Board was discussed, as well as measures for the fulfil-
ment of the collection plan, different reports, etc.

September 18, 1954. Bucuresti: Shorthand record of the meeting of Gh.
Gheorghiu-Dej, I. Chisinevschi and S. Bughici with Zoltan Vass from Hun-
gary. Economic exhanges were discussed.

September 25, 1954. Bucuresti: Information provided by the Hungarian
Consul in Bucharest on the incidents that took place at the football match
between the national teams of the two countries.

October 2, 1954. Cluj: Speeches made by L. Banyai, I. Ceterchi and I.
Asztalos at the regional conference of the R.W.P., on chauvinistic manifesta-
tions, promotion of literature in Hungarian, ideological orientation of the
writers, etc.

October 10, 1954. Bucuresti: Report by Valter Roman regarding his visit to
Budapest, and his meeting with M. Rékosi. The major topics of discussion are
presented, together with remarks made on the things noticed in the
Hungarian capital city.

April 6, 1955. Bucuresti: Report on the discussions held in Budapest
between the delegation of the R.C.P.'s Central Committee and the leaders of
the Hungarian Workers' party, on topics of dissension.

April 19, 1955. Cluj: Report on the ”ideological pureness” of the materials
published in the magazine titled ”Utunk”, with examples of materials that are
in agreement with the party's line, and with proposals for future issues.
May 25, 1955. Bucuresti: Shorthand record of the meeting of the Political
Bureau of the R.C.P.'s Central Committee, in which they discussed the liber-
ation of political convicts, such as I. Demeter and L. Jordaki, pointing out the
inappropriate manner in which the Security organs acted.

May 1955. Cluj: Decision of the Regional Committee of R.C.P. concerning the
remedy of the shortcomings noticed in the activity of the magazine entitled
"Utunk”.

June 8, 1955. Bucuresti: Shorthand report of the discussions of 1. Fazekas
with Gy. Kovacs and P. Mataisz, on the topic of the meeting the latter two had
with Petru Groza, and the liberation of Bishop Aron Marton.

August 26, 1955. Cluj: Notification of the Regional Committee of R.C.P. on the
need to grant prizes and awards to some artists at the Hungarian Theater and
Opera of Cluj.
